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CURATE’S EGGISHNESS IN EVIDENCE AT MUSIC TRIUMPH

I do not know when I first heard the expression ‘the curate’s egg’. I do know that it was long after
I first heard it that I understood it. It comes from a story that illustrates the difficulty in speaking
truth to power. It goes like this:

A humble curate (assistant priest) in the Anglican church was summoned to a breakfast meeting

by the Bishop —an imposingingly important position. The Bi shop“s wife served boi
curate"s egg was bad, the taste awful. When the Bishop"s
he responded , Good in parts"
Yesterday, I accompanied the MYP Wind Ensemble and the Junior Wind Ensemble to the Kiwanis
Music Festival at Kwantlen Polytechnic University in Langley. Each ensemble played a short
concert of three pieces before two renowned music educators who were the clinicians and judges.
Each group played expertly and elicited warm praise from the experts who awarded them both
‘gold standings’ -the highest possible.
As each group played, other school groups, waiting their turn to perform, sat silently —except to
applaud- and did nothing to distract from the focus of the judges or performers. When they
performed, however,with our MYP students in the audience, they were not afforded the same
courtesy as small groups of our students entered and left the auditorium, both during the
performance and the adjudication. Yes, they left quietly and did not mean to disturb anything, but
in such circumstances any movement is distracting.
There is a lesson here. Our core value ‘Respect’ is important; it cannot be switched on and off at
will; it is either part of a student’s character or it is not. Young students are, of course, developing
their characters and we adults need to help their understanding. I would certainly appreciate your
help in explaining the need to respect fully the efforts of others. ‘Show the respect you would wish
to receive’ is not a bad way of emphasising the point.
So, my day was ‘curate’s eggish’. The music was wonderful, skilful, moving, truly golden and I
was so proud of the students.The respect for others was bronze-ish: certainly not bad, but not as
complete as the music.
Let us all work hard to be gold in all areas.

Parents , especially those going through the changes for
the first time, can be very surprised, anxious and concerned by what transpires.

This Academy, conducted by Mr. Baldwin and the Leadership Team, will alert parents to
the differences they can expect in their children and in their program as they transition
from FYP to MYP to GYP. There will be ample time for questions and discussion.

If you could do university again,
what would YOU do?

I spent Monday and Tuesday of this week in the beautiful setting of Quest University in Squamish.
Along with 34 other representatives from Independent Schools across North America, we were
challenged to rethink our educational system. Jim Cohn, the Chief Educational Officer at Quest,
asked us to reflect on the purpose of education:
What are we educating students for?
What is worthwhile for students to think about?
How do we train students to maximize their potential?
What is worth living for?
A long elaborate discussion followed which extolled the virtues of a liberal arts education, the
value of critical thinking, and the benefits analytical reasoning. It included a discussion of
Aristotle’s view on developing potential and difficulties in searching for truth. However, it was not
until I met Phoebe, a recent graduate of Quest University, that I really understood the power of
the 21° century learning movement.

21°% century learning is a comprehensive vision on how education needs to change in order to
prepare students for the future. It is a topic so complex and consequential that it will be Mr.
Baldwin’s focus in the next Parent Academy on Tuesday, May 31 at 7:00 pm.

To give you a brief introduction, let me introduce you to Phoebe (I have asked for her
permission). Phoebe grew up in Australia and spent her high school career in an IB World School
in China. When it came time for her to choose a University, she was attracted to the innovative
curricular approach at Quest University. Instead of pursuing a narrowly focused career in
Biochemistry (like I did at UBC), Phoebe was engrossed in a university schedule built around three
week blocks. For three weeks at a time, the only course she took was one with a title such as
“Reason and Freedom”, “Environmental Changes and Human Health”, and “"Democracy and
Justice”. Far from my Physics 101 courses at UBC, she engaged with her classmates in
interdisciplinary studies that involved experiential learning trips and innovative teaching
techniques. With her tutors (professors at Quest are called tutors and use their first names,
because of the misleading representation of an all-knowing leader “professing” the truth in front
of a class) Phoebe worked in small groups to analyze data, critique biases, and deliver well-
developed oral and written arguments.

At the end of her second year (when I was up to my eyeballs studying for three hour written
exams), Phoebe declared the “question” that would guide the next two years of her studies. Her
question was,
“What is a holistic way to empower peopl e
inanimpoverished country?”



This question led her to taking courses like "World Food Systems” and “The Sustainability of
Natural Resources”. With the guidance of her tutors, she spent one of her three week blocks with
a non-governmental organization in Cambodia and established her own business using skills
learned in a previous microeconomics course.

Phoebe came out of her four year undergraduate degree completely passionate with the skills and
experiences necessary to become a global citizen. Her maturity and confidence is unmistakable.
She is hoping to pursue a Master’s Degree in International Aid and Development at a small
institution in Switzerland and hopes to become involved with the United Nations in the future.

In contrast, I came out of my four year university degree as a slightly smarter individual with a
nicely framed piece of paper, some knowledge of organic chemistry that I would soon forget, and
still no clue what I was to do with my life!

In my mind, she is the ideal product of a 21% century education ... her schooling was
interdisciplinary, research based, and project driven. She engaged her critical thinking skills and
her analytical reasoning abilities. She was self-directed and her classroom expanded to include a
global community. She learned technological and communication skills that will enable her not
only to get a job, but to make a difference in our world.

If I could do university over again, I would opt for an experience like Phoebe’s. Would you?

MYP NEWS

Gauss Mathematical Contest
Grade 7 and 8 Contest Results

Every year all Grade 7 and 8 students of Southpointe Academy participate in the Gauss Math
Contest, which is organized by the University of Waterloo’s CEMC (Centre for Education in
Mathematics and Computing). This is the most widely written mathematical contest across the
country. The Gauss Contests are an opportunity for students to have fun and to develop their
mathematical problem solving ability.

Grade 7 students wrote the contest on Wednesday, May 11 and Grade 8 students wrote it a week
before that. The format of the contest is 25 multiple-choice questions, ranging from simpler (5
marks each) to medium (6 marks each) to difficult (8 marks each) problems, to be solved within
60 minutes. A unique feature of this contest is that it discourages guessing by rewarding 2 points
for each unanswered question; however, only up to 20 points can be gained in this way. If you
know you don’t know something it is also a sort of knowledge, and such knowledge is rewarded,
although with very few points. Questions are based on curriculum common to all Canadian
provinces. The highest possible number of points is 150. On this contest, scoring 100 points is
remarkable, and scoring 125 points or above places the student on the National Honour Roll. This
year we have three students who performed at this exceptional level. Their names will appear in
the National Gauss Annual Report along with the name of our school.

Overall, both our Grade 7 and 8 students performed very well this year. At both grade levels,
students exceeded the performance levels of our school compared to last year by a good margin.

TheGrade 5’s Visit
Richmond Steel Recycling

On Tuesday, May 17" the Grade 5 classes went to
Richmond Steel Recycling to learn more about how
daily products are recycled. As we wrap up our
“Sharing the Planet Unit” on Sustainability, we
witnessed first hand that the earth has finite resources
that must be consumed with care.

When we arrived at the recycling depot, it was very
noisy, with many trucks both coming and going from
the depot. Some trucks were dropping off old washers,
dryers, refrigerators, cars, trucks and various odds and
ends to be recycled. We learned that at RSR they buy, process and sell ferrous and non-ferrous
metals so they can be recycled. At the depot, they sort, shred, cut, bail and break various metals
into one of two groups, metallic and non-metallic, where it will be sold to other companies who
will re-use the materials for new products. Did you know a bail of copper can sell for as much as
$30,000!

The employees at Richmond Steel Recycling were very
knowledgeable and generous, giving each student their
own hardhat, safety goggles and vest to wear and keep.
They gave us a tour of the facilities and let us watch
how metals are bailed. We also got to hold aluminum
pucks that were crushed using extreme force.

As we learn about reducing,
reusing and recycling this
term, we realized how
important it is to make sure
that we don't throw things into

the landfills so carelessly, but to find alternative means for depositing
everyday items.

Last Tuesday, the Grade 3 students of Southpointe
Academy hosted an assembly to share their learning
about agriculture and the 100-Mile Diet. They invited a
celebrity to help them share their message.

After diligent work over five weeks, the Grade Three students
completed a PowerPoint project that displayed their new learning
about agriculture and their reflections on how our school can help
to share the planet. Their collaborative projects began the
assembly and introduced plants, soil, BC Agriculture and the 100-
Mile Diet. The students proudly shared their presentation with their
audience of parents, teachers and Grade 4's and then introduced
Eddie O., who would close the show!

Eddie O. directs documentary style television and movies. He was
excited to be a part of the 100-Mile Challenge because it was a
message he truly believed in. Eating locally is important for your

He shared
his reasons for eating
locally and his experience
with the 100-Mile
Challenge. He explained the difficulties he faced trying to
go weeks without local fruit because it was a cold spring
and the successes he experienced, such as when he
found local wheat and made his own flour and bread. His
heartfelt presentation impacted both the adults and
children in the audience.

It was truly an amazing experience for all people

involved. We hope that the message about the
importance of sharing the planet was heard and
will inspire others to make a difference by eating
more local products.

Bees, Local Honey, Structures
and Planting!

Grade 3’s Put their Learning
into Action!

On Thursday last week the Grade Threes ventured
far out into Aldergrove to visit Campbell Gold’s
Honey Farm to explore the natural structure of the
beehive and honeycomb. From the beginning of the
field trip, the honeybees were flying above our heads, for a
hive was in the room with us! We had to learn to be calm
and quiet because the honeybees did not like loud noises
or quick movements. The students, parents and teachers
quickly overcame any fears they had as they learned that
honeybees were more concerned about collecting pollen
than stinging. The bee caretakers were very knowledgeable
and created two different workshops for the students to be
involved in. One workshop discussed structures and how
bees make hexagonal cells in their beehive for pollen and
honey storage and for
baby bees to stay in. The
students made their own
hexagonal cell and
explored an empty bee
hive. The second
workshop discussed bees
and their characteristics.
Did you know female bees
only have 15 seconds of
rest in their lifetime?
When they are first born
they get 15 seconds before they are sent out to begin working on
collecting pollen.

Female bees do all the work in the hive. The male bees, called
drones, only live for about 3 months of the year . . . and besides
whining for food (droning), do no work. Well, a handful of the
lucky guys get to help the queen make new bees, but that’s it.

After
the

students finished their workshops and
lunch, it was off to the real beehive!
The students quietly made their way
up the path and watched in awe as
honeybees flew around their heads.
The beekeepers opened up the hive
and gave us a peek inside. We saw the
honeybees at work feeding the babies
and making the honey. The students
all got to taste honey right out of the
hive.




It was a sweet experience!

To thank the beekeepers for hosting us, we pulled up our boots, put on some gardening gloves
and took on the task of planting an acre of sunflowers! The students were such expert planters
that the beekeepers couldn’t keep up with
plowing the field fast enough! The
students, in one hour, planted hundreds of
sunflowers that will provide pollen for the
bees to make honey in the coming
months.

After a
hard
afternoon
of work
the
students
rewarded

themselves with buying honey sticks and jars of tasty honey in
the Campbell Gold’s Honey Market. What a way to finish our
agriculture unit and begin learning about structures!
