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HOMEWORK  
 
To say that there has been extensive research into the value of homework is 

to make the understatement of all time. Researchers in education display an 
almost obsessive desire to discover whether or not homework is helpful. I 

suspect this is because of the dislocation to family life caused by its time 
demands on the one hand, and its frequent misuse as a measure of how 

good a school is on the other.  

 
Let me be clear on one thing : any school that does what it knows to be 

wrong, or does not know to be right, in order to satisfy mistaken evaluative 
measures, does a disservice to its students and to their parents.  

 
So, we need to know ïwe all need to know ïwhat has been discerned abo ut 

the effect of homework.  
 

We can find it in many places, perhaps the best known of which is the book, 
óThe Homework Mythô, by Alfie Kohn. In this book, Mr. Kohn reviews many of 

the studies completed to the time of its preparation. He presents his 
evidenc e with clarity and full referencing, concluding that homework 

provides very little benefit at any stage of schooling and none at all at most 
stages. In short, he concludes that we would all be wise to understand that 

the belief that homework is valuable is , in fact, a myth.  

 
Unsurprisingly, because Mr. Kohn writes (and speaks as those of us who 

heard him here some time ago now) both trenchantly and passionately, 
some are inclined to dismiss his words. Perhaps such people prefer the more 

academic approach, l ittered with eduspeak. They would prefer reading, for 
example, the work of Cooper, Harris, Jorgianne Civey, and Erica A. Patall, 

summarised in a leading educational journal as follows:  
 

óThere is no evidence that any amount of homework improves the academic 
performance of elementary students. There is only a moderate correlation 

between homework and achievement in middle school. Even in high school 
too much homework may diminish its effectiveness and become 

counterproductive. (Cooper, Harris, Jorgianne Cive y, and Erica A. Patall, 
ñDoes Homework Improve Academic Achievement? A Synthesis of Research, 

1987 -2003.ò Review of Educational Research,  76, 2006, 1 -62.) Cooperôs 

research review correlating time spent on homework with test scores and 
grades revealed ñnearly nonexistentò effects for grades 3 through 5. The 

correlation was extremely low for grades 6 through 9.ô 
 

Further commentary from the Review of Educational Research reads as 
follows:  

ñIf research tells us anything [about homework, itôs that] even when achievement 
gains have been found, they have been minimal, especially in comparison to the 
amount of work expended by teachers and students.ò (Barber, Bill, ñHomework 



Does Not Belong on the Agenda for Educational Reform,ò Educational Leadership,  
May, 1986, 55 -57.)  

A Trends in International Mathematics and Science study looked at 27 states and 
37 other countries. They found ñthere was little relationship between the amount of 

homework assigned and the studentsô performance.ò (Mullis Ina V. S. Michael O. 
Marti n, Albert E. Beaton, Eugenio J. Gonzalez, Dana L. Kelly, and Theresa A. Smith. 

Mathematics and Science Achievement in the Final Years of Secondary School : 
IEAôs Third International Mathematics and Science Report, Boston: International 
Association for the Evaluation of Educational Achievement, Lynch School of 

Education, Boston College, 1998.)  

Many of the countries with the highest scoring students on achievement tests, such 
as Japan, Denmark, and the Czech Republic, have teachers who assign little 

homework.  It seems that the more homework a nationôs teachers assign, the worse 
that nationôs students do on the achievement tests. (Baker, David P. and Gerald K. 

LeTendre, National Differences, Global Similarities: World Culture and the Future of 
Schooling. Stanfo rd, CA: Stanford University Press, 2005.)  

ñThere is no research to support the belief that homework helps students to 
develop any of the characteristics that appear under the heading of work habits.ò 

(Kohn, The Homework Myth: Why Our Kids Get Too Much of a Bad Thing,  Da Capo 
Press, Cambridge, MA: 2006)  

ñThere has been no research done on whether homework teaches responsibility, 

self -discipline, or motivation. Thatôs just a value judgment. The counter argument 
can just as easily be made that homework teache s kids to cheat, do the least 
amount of work, or to get by.ò (Kralovec, Etta and john Bruell. The End of 

Homework: Hoe Homework Disrupts Families, Overburdens Children, and Limits 
Learning. Boston: Beacon 2000.)  

American teachers lead the world in grading homework, with 82 percent giving it 

marks. Only 22 percent of teachers in Hong Kong, 14 percent in Japan, and 6 
percent in Germany grade homework. (Baker, David P. and Gerald K. LeTendre, 

National Differences, Global Similarities: World Culture and the Fut ure of Schooling. 
Stanford, CA: Stanford University Press, 2005.)  

A national survey conducted by the University of Michigan found that family meals 
are the single strongest predictor of better achievement scores and fewer 

behavioral problems for children ages three to twelve. It was a better predictor 
than the amount of time spent studying. (Bennett, Sara and Nancy Kalish. The Case 

Against Homework: How Homework Is Hurting Our Children and What We Can Do 
About It. Crown Publishersò New York: 2006, 60.) 

Homework practices tend to be based on individual teachersô beliefs rather than on 

consensually agreed upon research -based practices. (Byran, Tanis, and Karen 
Burstein. ñImproving Homework Completion and Academic Performance: Lessons 
from Special Education,ò Theory into Practice,  43, 2004: 213 -219.)  

 

Harris Cooper states, ñThere is no homework system or explicit rules for homework. 
You wonôt find a system in schools of education and you wonôt find it in the schools 



where only one in three districts even has a homework policy. Most teachers are 
winging it.ò (Cooper, Harris, James L. Lindsay, Barbara Nye, and Scott Greathouse. 
ñRelationships Among Attitudes About Homework, Amount of Homework Assigned 

and Completed, and  Student Achievement.ò Journal of Educational Psychology.  90, 
1998: 70 -83.)  

The University of Minnesotaôs Center for Applied Research and Educational 

Improvement issued a report in 1994 that said, ñIt is surprising how little attention 
is paid the topic of  homework in teacher education. Most teachers in the United 
States report . . . they received little training in how to devise good assignments, 

how to decide how much homework to give, and how to involve parents.ò  (When I 
asked our teachers how many of t hem had received , during their university 

preparation for teaching, information on homework, none had. GB)  

In a 2003 California State University at Fullerton study of teachers of all grade 
levels, every single one believed in giving homework -- despite the fact that not one 

of their schools or school districts had ever studied whether their system was really 
work ing. According to Professor Stephen Aloia who conducted the survey, ñThese 
teachers have no data to support their assumptions that homework is beneficial, 

they simply think it is beneficial.ò  

ñWhenever homework crowds out social experience, outdoor recreation, and 
creative activities, and whenever it usurps time that should be devoted to sleep, it 

is not meeting the basic needs of children and adolescents.ò (American Educational 
Research Association)  

A survey done by Public Agenda, a nonprofit, nonpartisan  research group, found 
that 50 percent of parents surveyed said they have had a serious argument with 

their children over homework. Thirty - four percent said it became a source of 
struggle and stress for them and their children. (Bennett Sara and Nancy Kali sh. 

The Case Against Homework: How Homework Is Hurting Our Children and What We 
Can Do About It.  Crown Publishersò New York: 2006, 60.  

 

Our policy support daily revision, for the overwhelming evidence is that 

learning loss occurs rapidly without regular r evision, but with it learning is 
retained with relative ease. (For a graphic description of this, I once again 

commend óUse Your Headô by Tony Buzan. Believe me, if all students read 

this book and followed its advice, they would be amazed by their ability to 
learn!  

 

As you have read, then, homework should not, and you must not permit it 

to, disrupt family life or prevent participation in worthwhile hobbies and 

pursuits.

Southpointe Families,  

 

As the cold and flu season approaches, I would like to take a moment to 

remind everyone of prudent prevention measures that can be taken to 

reduce the spread of germs and infections.  

 

Fraser Health recommends:  

» Wash your hands.  Frequent hand washing can reduce the risk of all 

respiratory infections.  

» Cover your cough. You can also reduce the spread of germs by practising safe 

coughing and sneezing techniques (e.g. cough/sneeze in to your elbow or a tissue -  

discard the tissue and wash your hands immediatel y after).  

» Avoid close contact with people who have a cold. Anybody who thinks they have an 

influenza - like illness (i.e. fever and cough) should remain at home and limit 

exposure to others.  

» Get immunized. Flu shots will be available starting late October / early November , 

2010.  

» Eat healthy foods  

» Get plenty of rest  

» Do not smoke

» When soap and water are not available, use alcohol based hand gels*

MYP PE NEWS  
 

Physical Education in the Middle Years Program continues to take on a new look. The 

students are being introduced to ñTeaching Games for Understandingò, a model which asks 

students, ñWhat to do?ò and ñWhen to do it?ò and not simply ñHow it is done?ò  Each and 

every student is able to participate in decision -making , based upon strategies and tactics 

presented in class, thereby increasing interest, understanding and involvement in a variety 

of invasive games.  

 

The Grade Six students have been practicing offensive and defensive tactics in a variety a 

small - sided games.  Creating width and depth, advancement of the game object, and 

mobility are offensive strategies which have been introduced and developed. Presently, the 

6ôs are learning defensive strategies which prevent attacking opportunities. In addition, the 

students  are improving their coordination, balance, strength, and speed.  

 

The Grade Seven students have been learning and practicing basic lacrosse skills and will 

begin to combine them with their tactical knowledge in game situations. These skills and 

strategies help students to invade an opponentôs territory, to score points, and to retain 

possession of the game object.  

 

The Grade Eights are participating in a cricket unit. Grade 11 students Aman Husain, Navi 

Boparai, and Irwind Bhatti have been explaining and refining offensive strategies and 

defensive positioning, and puttin g the students through batting and fielding drills every 

Wednesday morning.  

 

The Grade Sevens and Eights are also training to complete a five kilometer run. The 

students have set goals and are following a plan set out by the P.E. Departent. Each week 

the students spend two classes increasing the duration of their runs and developing their 

cardiovascular endurance. At present, the Grade Seven and Eight students are running for 6 

minutes and walking for 2 minutes three times.  

 

The PE Department looks forward  to continued intensity, great levels of excitement and 

focus in the weeks to come!

Play or Learning?  
The International Baccalaureate  

Primary Years Program (PYP)  
at Southpointe Academy  

 
I recall reading a professional development teaching article about the importance of ñplayò 

in children's learning. Anecdotes and some child development theory supported the article's 

thesis that play is an important component in awakening children's curio sity and that play is 

at the heart of student -centred learning. Through play, young kindergarten students learn 

to explore the world around them, to cooperate, to problem -solve, and to learn in an 

engaging, somewhat unstructured environment. Kindergartens play centres  are organized 

and presented for this purpose in mind. I reflected on the article, briefly, and then quickly 

decided that ñplayò was worthwhile....... .for kindergartens and primary aged children. I 

respected the viewpoint and supported the me rits of its rationale. I left it at that.  

 
Recently, I read an article that led me to reconsider my previous reflection. During the 

Americas IB Conference that Southpointe FYP Homeroom teachers recently attended, I read 

an article about the challenge of e ngaging students in the classroom. The article posed an 

interesting query; in a culture saturated with a plethora of multi -media ñplayò devices, how 

can a ñread the chapter and answer the comprehension questionsò exercise possibly hope to 

compete with capt uring student interest? The honest and logical answer is that it cannot. 

Engaging students is more than a catch phrase anymore, it is a critical and very necessary 

essential element in curriculum delivery. In order to capture student interest and 

engagemen t, a student -centred approach to learning allows students to ñplayò. 

 
At Southpointe Academy, FYP students are currently being introduced to the IB program 

and its focus on an inquiry -based approach to learning. Now that we are well into the first 

term, I have revisited my previous disregard for the ñplayò article. I have begun to consider 

that an inquiry -based approach to learning presents students with experiences that are 

designed to awaken curiosity and interest that in turn lead to students' interest i n their 

learning. Grade Fives recently dissected a heart in order to gain a fuller understanding of 

structure's relation to function. Students in Grade Three participated in a classroom auction 

to consider the exchange of goods in the past. Ms. Springett h as noted that Grade One 

students are taking action in their personal lives after a unit of inquiry that focused on 

healthy living. Students in the FYP at Southpointe Academy are now involved in the PYP of 

the International Baccalaureate. They are learning through ñplayò with learning materials 

and  teacher -directed inquiry in a cooperative work setting.  

 
A couple of weekends ago, teachers from across North America attended the Americas 

International Baccalaureate Conference in Vancouver. In attendance were eight FYP 

Homeroom teachers from Southpointe Academy. All teachers in attendance received their 

Category One certification and each of us learned that we are already doing a lot of IB style 

learning in our classrooms. Currently, students are being introduc ed to the language 

involved with IB and there are bulletin boards in classrooms and hallways to remind all of 

us, ña community of learnersò, that curiosity, inquiry, and ñplayò with learning is worthwhile.  

 
Learning at school and education in general shou ld be as fun as the newest I -pod 

application or as exciting as the midnight release of latest video game edition. The 

International Baccalaureate PYP presentation of inquiry based learning is one way for 

students to revisit their kindergarten energetic app roach to play now within the learning 

environment of the classroom.
