One August day, in 1986, a wonderful, inspirational man entered my life. Both Buddhist 
priest and visionary Headmaster, Ekyo Yamamoto wondered whether I would like to begin 

a student exchange program with his Japanese school. He felt, he explained, that if the 
young people of the world knew each other, they would be less likely to shoot each other.  
At about the same time, another inspirational figure, Lord Louis Mountbatten, was also 

pursuing his vision of bringing the youth of the world together by developing and 
expanding his United World Colleges, high schools designed to educate students from 
many different countries and cultures under one roof. He felt that if the young people of 
the world knew each other, they would be less likely to shoot each other. 

The vision of our school includes enabling our students to learn about their world by 
living, both home and away, with students of other languages and cultures. We believe 
that by enabling our students to know young people of other lands, we are contributing to 

peace in our world. 
As I explained to our students at our Peace Day assembly, peace is so much more than 
the absence of war. It requires a positive, daily effort to live respecting others, 
understanding others, helping others. It requires us to understand that we are part of 

humanity itself and, possessed of that understanding, to do all we can to help all people in 
our world live peacefully. 
Please, therefore, when your child has the opportunity to participate in one of our 
exchanges, to host visiting students, to help in student initiatives to end disease, to 

support schools in distant places, to make life more tolerable for the impoverished and 
disadvantaged, give them your encouragement and support and help them to understand 
just how powerful their actions and attitudes can be in creating a better world. 

I am thankful every day for Ekyo Yamamoto, who opened my eyes wide: I hope our 
students will, in later years, thank their school for opening theirs.
